Uanset
om det er pa grund af et handicap, mishandling, psykisk sygdom eller noget andet.

Elizabeths fortalling er derfor ogsa en pamindelse til os alle om at slds for inklusion og retten til lige-
behandling.

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Elizabeth is one of the 70.000 individuals in Denmark who were abused by the people in power — the Patliament, the
Government, the medical doctors, the administrators and many more. Elizabeth was forced to be sterilized in 1957 as
she was considered to be one of the subnormals which were not wanted but seen as a threat to society. Technically it was
called voluntary sterilisation . In reality it was eugenics and abuse. “For their own good”... and a strong society.

Unfortunately, this tale of Elizabeth seems to be still remain valid both in Denmark and in many other countries where
we try to exclude and isolate people who we diagnose different and subhuman - for their sake! And people in power still
do note hesitate to abuse, neglect and exclude people who may need a little support in order to cope with life in their
way. Whether it’s because of a handicap. abuse, mental illness or other matters.

The tale of Elizabeth is therefore also a reminder to us all to fight for inclusion and the right to be treated equal. On a
daily basis and for all people.

The state and the mentally retarded in Denmark. Timeline

1855 The first asylum for the mentally retarded was established. Mentally retarded are separated from the mentally ill.
1890-1940 A number of huge central institutions for mentally retarded are built.

Eugenics, lobotomy on children, and other abuses on the mentally retarded stowed away in the big central institutions
(going on till the 1970%es).

1959 A new legislation The Law on Mental Retardation passes the Patrliament. The state establishes the National Ser-
vice for the Mentally Retarded with Mr. NE Bank-Mikkelsen as Director. The Service is divided into 11 regional cen-
tres with each its central institution.

In 1960’es and 70’es the National Services developed rapidly with a paradigm shift from seeing mental retardation as
absolute medical condition to a more educational perspective looking at the individual’s resources and development
strength. This was follow by a huge expansion of teaching facilities and integration measures based on the Normaliza-
tion Principle formulated by NE Bank-Mikkelsen together with other Scandinavian pioneers.

The Normalization Principle says that society shall normalize the conditions of life for people with special needs. This
was later transformed into the UN Standard Rules.

1980 the National Service for the Mentally Retarded was closed and the responsibility transferred to 14 counties. The
closure of the central institutions was speed up and the users moved into ordinary housing in the local neighbour-
hoods. Also, the right to work/activity outside your home was implemented to a high degree.

In the mid-1990’es the pendulum started to move backwards and in the past 10 years with an increasing speed, people
with special needs have been moved back to institutional environments with 20-40 “citizens”, reduced activities and
centrally produced food, laundry etc. Like in the good old central institution.

Even the official story is that the citizens live in their own home, pays rent and other costs from their pension. And it
is true that the boxes we use for segregation looks better than 40 years ago. But is the thinking the same? 65

deh was established 24 November 1994 and has since carried out numerous projects and activities, i.e. with the socalled useless
children in the terrible orphanages in Romania, with psychiatric patients in Albania, with young delinquents in Bulgaria, with Romas
in Slovakia, Bulgaria and Romania, with youngster with double diagnosis in Denmark, with crisis centres for women in Belarus, with
user lecturers (psychiatric users) in Denmark. And many more in civil society development, increase of social capital, etc.

deh is working practically for social responsibility across borders.
